Surprised that you can find articles outside the areas of Baptist and Bible?   One can find material from 
a Christian perspective on numerous topics in the titles indexed in SBPI.

You can search by key word or browse in the subject list for your topic.  All terms in a key 
word search are “anded”  unless you indicate otherwise.

Psychology

Let’s try a 
key word 
search first.



That search brought 
up 75 entries. Since a 
key word search 
looks in all fields to 
get a match of terms 
we may find fewer  
to look through by 
checking the subject 
list.



This bought our 
search down to 55 
items.



Let’s take 
a look at 
citation 14



Seeing the other term 
gives us an idea about 
further narrowing our 
search, if desired, to 
younger children.  A 
key word search for 
preschoolers and 
children and emotions
would do that.



Business ethics

We now turn to 
another area 
of inquiry.  This 
time let’s try a 
subject search 
in the Thesaurus 
under ETHICS



There’s our topic business 
ethics.  We can also note 
other areas of the topic 
should be wish to pursue 
those later.



Let’s click on entry 
10 to see the 
citation there.



This illustrates that 
sometimes a note 
can give us a better 
idea of content of an 
article.



Let’s suppose that we 
wanted the articles we 
searched limited to 
topical articles, not 
reviews of books on 
business ethics.  We can 
do a key word search, 
as  here and add not 
review.  Since reviews 
are labeled as review 
singular, we do not want 
to add an “s” to the 
term.



Literature

We now turn to 
another area of 
inquiry to search for 
info on an author.



We find a number of 
articles about the 
works of this author.  
Let’s look however at 
entry 1 to illustrate a 
couple of features of 
SBPI.



Control C  go to browser and do Control V

First of all, the reason this 
entry appears at all in our 
list is because the author’s 
name appears in the 
note.

Second,  there is an 
indication that the article 
can be found in full-text 
by loading the Internet 
address given into one’s 
browser.  There is a similar 
note in articles in other 
periodicals for which full-
text  is available.



Higher education

We are stringing 
several concepts 
together in this 
fishing expedition.  
Let’s see what we 
get.



Let’s try 
entry 9.



By looking at the 
whole entry, including 
subjects attached to 
the article, we can see 
how our search 
snagged this one.  If 
we want to pursue any 
of the subjects listed, a 
click on it would take 
us on a new search.



Here is one of the articles  
we brought up by clicking 
on the first subject listed.

We might point out that 
the subtitle of the 
periodical cited here is “a 
faith and learning journal.”



With interest in integrating faith 
and discipline, THEREFORE,  any 
topic including  the ones we just 
explored could be searched in this 
journal by selecting it from the 
drop down menu, along with a 
key word search.
